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Chapter 1- The Vision

The Vision came to me at 2:00 am in the morning, July 15, 1995.
It was avision | never expected to have happen to me.

| had just come in the house from preparing our van for a trip across America. We
were two-three days late already and | was tired and complaining alittle bit. | sat down in the
big comfortable easy chair in our living room and was talking to God about why we have to
deal with Vans and mechanical things and those sorts of things.

As | was doing that, suddenly | felt the Presence of the Holy Spirit coming upon me.
At that moment | was taken into a vision. | was awake and fully aware that a "motion
picture” vision was beginning to take place in front of me.

Before me were little children playing and laughing, giggling and having fun in a big
field. What a beautiful scene was taking place before me! While watching the children play, |
heard the Holy Spirit speak to me; " The Father loves it when He looks down and sees the
little children laughing and playing and having fun.”

What happened next had nothing to do with where | was personally at this point. It
was clearly Gods mercy and grace coming to me. It was so unexpected, so unheard of, and
so holy, | find it hard to dare to speak of it. Yet | sense Gods desire that | share this vision
with the Body of Christ.

While watching that beautiful scene, my focus was taken past the children up into the
sky, into the clouds. | was watching the clouds when suddenly the clouds began swirling
around and around, faster and faster. They began to open up in the center like the eye of a
hurricane does. The hole in the center became larger and larger. Suddenly as they parted, |
beheld the Presence of God. | was shocked and surprised beyond all understanding at what |
saw before my eyes. To go from children playing in afield to Heaven was a shock to me.

An awesome sight was before my very eyes, something | had never expected to see
while on earth, had never prayed for, or ever thought could happen. | found myself staring
right into the very literal Face of God, the Heavenly Father, the Ancient of Days. | gazed into
His Face, into His eyes as clear as someone standing a few feet away from me on earth. His
Face was the Most Beautiful Face, beauty beyond description, far, far, far more beautiful
than any face on earth, yet indeed a face like you and | have. He appeared like a "young"
grandfather s face. He showed no wrinkles, His hair and beard were white and soft, and
kindness filled His eyes as He looked at me.

As | gazed into His Awesomely Beautiful Face, | felt lovingkindness pour out from
Him to me over and over. | felt a strong sense that whatever kindness God could think of He
would do for meright at that moment.



The Father' s Face - Chapter 1 Richard Mcllvaine

It was a feeling of being so loved, so cared for, just so loved. It felt like the feeling
one would expect if you were your grandfathers favorite grandchild and you just camein his
front door and he ran up to you with his arms wide open to give you the biggest hug he could
with abig loving smile on hisface.

As this was happening | kept saying in my mind, "This cant be happening”, "This
cant be happening”. Suddenly it was over, and | was aware of being back in my living room
chair again.

| was very startled! How could this be? | remembered back to being in the Presence
of Jesus and what that was like. On those occasions | remembered experiencing feelings of
great "love" and "peace’. Then | thought about being in the Presence of the Holy Spirit. His
Presence always brought a sense of "peace”, "power", "strength”, and "joy". This Presence of
the Father brought all those but especially in this vision there was such a strong sense of
" kindness that wanted to do something kind for me right at that moment" .

As | was thinking about the differences in the Presence of God, | suddenly thought,
"This cant be". Many Scriptures began to come to my mind. The Scripture, "No man can see
God and live" came to my mind.

What was | going to do? | thought, "This vision could not have happened. | could
not have seen what | saw.” Now | didnt know where to go from here. There was no doubt in
my mind of what | saw or what happened, but how could | reconcile this vision with the
Scriptures? My heart and my spirit were rejoicing but my mind was giving me much trouble.
| was struggling with all of this and was very perplexed to say the least.

Then the sweet familiar peaceful Presence of the Holy Spirit swept over me. | felt an
immediate sense of relief. The Holy Spirit began speaking to me through the "still small
voice" inside my heart. The first thing He said to me was, " Would | tell you to seek My
Face in My Word and not show it to you?" He said it with such authority that all | could
say was, "No, You wouldnt".

Then He began speaking to me of al the instances in the Bible when individuals
saw God. He reminded me of the time Moses and the seventy elders of Israel were invited up
to the mountain of God to sit and eat with God.

"Then Moses went up with Aaron, Nadab and Abihu, and seventy of the elders of
Israel, and they saw the God of Israel; and under His feet there appeared to be a pavement
of sapphire, as clear as the sky itself. Yet He did not stretch out His hand against the nobles
of the sons of Israedl; and they beheld God, and they ate and drank."
Exodus 24:9-11

He reminded me of Ezekiel, who saw the heavens opened and had visions of God.
"While | was by the river Chebar among the exiles, the heavens were opened and | saw
visions of God. ...and on that which resembled a throne, high up, was a figure with the
appearance of a man. Then | noticed from the appearance of His loins and upward
something like glowing metal that looked like fire all around within it, and from the
appearance of His loins and downward | saw something like fire; and there was a radiance
around Him."  Ezekiel 1:1,26,27
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He brought to my remembrance Daniel who described his experience of seeing God s Face.

"1 kept looking until thrones were set up,
And the Ancient of Daystook His seat;
His vesture was like white snow, and the
hair of His head like purewool.” Daniel 7:9

He brought to my remembrance Isaiah who saw God in avision.

"In the year of King Uzziah@ death, | saw the Lord sitting on a throne, lofty and exalted,
with the train of Hisrobefilling thetemple." Isaiah 6:1

He reminded me of Jacob who wrestled with the angel of God.

" Then Jacob was left alone, and the man wrestled with him until daybreak...So Jacob
named the place Peniel (the Face of God), for he said, @ have seen God face to face, yet
my life has been preserved® Genesis 32:24,30

Peace came more and more to my heart, and | began to be at peace with somehow
truly having seen what | saw.

The Holy Spirit continued to speak to me. He explained to me that | had seen
God@ Facein "vision" form and that iswhy | could see Him and live. He said it was true
that | could not liveif | wasin His Presence in my flesh. He explained the difference between
things that we can experience in visions or trances compared to what we can see or
experience in our fleshly body. He reminded me of the revelations given to John on the
island of Patmos and how he was "in the Spirit" during this experience.

Another Scripture that speaks of seeing God and living is the story of Hagar and the
angel of God coming to her. The angel of the Lord revealed to her she would bear a son and
to name him Ishmael.

" Then she called the name of the Lord who spoke to her, @hou art a God who sees©®
for shesaid, " Have | even remained alive here after seeing Him?"
Genesis 16:13

Sincethisvision, | continue seeking the Lord to understand the Scriptures relating to
seeing God. In our ministry we have always been committed to the Word of God and believe
it isthe final authority on all matters. We believe that prophecy, visions, dreams, angels, etc.
if they are from God will not violate Scripture or the principles of Scripture. We also seek to
know God s Word more clearly to be able to judge well.

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Chapter 2— “God hasaPan”

After the Holy Spirit finished sharing with me past examples out of the Scriptures of
people seeing God and about the differences between having a vision and seeing God in the
flesh, He spoke to me the reason for the vision.

He said, "The church, my people, have been focusing their eyes on the world, upon
the things of this world and because of that they have become more and more like the world®
image. You become what you look at. The church looks and acts like the world because it
has been gazing and gazing upon the world."

The Holy Spirit said, " God hasaplan! "
He explained to me that God was about to change the focus of what the church has her eyes
upon by revealing "His Face" to the church. This revealing of His Glory and His Face to His
church will cause the church to turn away from gazing upon "the world" to gazing upon the
Lord Himself. This focusing and looking upon Gods Face he explained, will cause the
church to change into the " image of God" instead of the image of the world that it presently
has.

The Holy Spirit then brought to my mind two Scriptures about this. The first was
concerning our being changed from glory to glory into His image as we behold the Lord
found in 2 Corinthians chapter 3. The second had to do with the story of Jacob and Laban
and the spotted and speckled sheep found in Genesis 30:30-43.

Then the Holy Spirit spoke to me again the words | had heard earlier, " You become
what you look at " .

He went on to explain that " this revealing of God®@ Face to His church is God@
plan to prepare a bride, without spot or wrinkle, a glorious bride, for His Son Jesus."
These last words finished up everything that was said to me that early morning. Now | was
left to contemplate everything that | had seen and heard.

The Scriptures the Holy Spirit brought to my mind bring real insight into God s plan
to prepare a Bride for Christ and to have a people reflecting His image instead of the worlds
image.

The Scriptures in 2 Corinthians chapter 3 speak of us being transformed into the same
image as God from glory to glory. To fully understand these verses we need to see it in the
context of the whole chapter. Y et, the outcome of it all is that we are changed into His image
as we gaze at, look at, and behold the glory of the Lord.

" But we all, with unveiled face beholding asin a mirror the glory of the Lord, are
being transformed into the same image from glory to glory, just as from the Lord, the
Spirit." 2 Corinthians 3:18
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This Scripture describes a process, a transformation; it takes place by "beholding” the
"glory of the Lord", as one would gaze in a mirror at oneself. The more gazing, the more
transformation, the more transformation the more changed in to His image. What is the
"glory of the Lord", it certainly is many things, but most of al it is the Lord Himself, and of
Himself it is certainly centered in His Face, not His feet or His surrounding radiance or
merely that which He emanates, etc. Again, "what we look at is what we become”, as
shared in this Scripture.

For too long, we the church, have been staring at the television, the magazines, the
billboards, the video s, the Madison Ave. advertisements. It has caused usto look and act like
the world instead of looking and acting like God. But "God has a plan” and He is going to
change us by His Glory! Today, al over the world God is stirring up a fresh unquenchable
hunger for His Presence. The saints everywhere are seeking His Face, hungry for more of
God. Thiswill lead to God revealing more and more of His glory to His people. His Face is
so beautiful that given the opportunity, one would just gaze upon Him until stopped from
doing so!

If just gazing upon Him for a short time caused the little changes | noticed in me, |
cant imagine what will take place in the Body of Christ by gazing upon Him for any length
of time.

Another added dimension that will come with the beholding of the glory of the Lord
will be that, like Moses, our faces will shine also with the glory of God like his did. In fact,
the Scriptures say our faces will shine more.

"But, if the ministry of death, in letters engraved on stones, came with glory, so that the sons
of Israel could not look intently at the face of Moses because of the glory of his face, fading
as it was, how shall the ministry of the Spirit fail to be even more with glory? For if the
ministry of condemnation has glory, much more does the ministry of righteousness abound in
glory. For indeed what had glory, in this case has no glory on account of the glory that
surpasses it. For if that which fades away was with glory, much more that which remains is
in glory. Having therefore such a hope, we use great boldness in our speech.”
2 Corinthians 3:7-12

Thisisaso seen in Isaiah 60:1-3. "Arise, shine; for your light has come, and the glory
of the Lord has risen upon you. For behold, darkness will cover the earth, and deep darkness
the peoples; But the Lord will rise upon you, and His glory will appear upon you.

And nations will come to your light, and kings to the brightness of your rising."

The other Scriptures that the Holy Spirit spoke to me about also testify to the fact that
what we look at is what we become. The Holy Spirit brought to my remembrance what
happened to Jacob s sheep.
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" Then Jacob took fresh rods of poplar and almond and plane trees, and peeled white stripes
in them, exposing the white which was in the rods. And he set the rods, which he had peeled
in front of the flocks in the gutters, even in the watering troughs, where the flocks came to
drink; and they mated when they came to drink. So the flocks mated by the rods, and the
flocks brought forth striped, speckled, and spotted.” Genesis 30: 37-39

The sheep produced what they gazed upon over and over. This unusual story is a
prophetic drama that reveals a biblical principle God wants us to be aware of. This was a
plan Jacob came up with to produce many sheep for himself from Labans flock.

(End chapter 2)
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Chapter 3—“In Hislmage”

After the vision as | sat there | was left with the overwhelming fact that God, the
Heavenly Father, the Ancient of Days, the Creator of al the Universe, had a "Face" like us,
like us "humans'. He could have created us a little different, much different, but He didnt.
He has shared His Glory with us, His creation. What an honor, what dignity He has given
each of us by creating us in His image, to look like Him, to have feet, hands, a unique face,
etc. When Adam and Eve were created and al of creation beheld them | wonder if they were
shocked to see them created in God s image.

The Scripture that is found in Genesis 1:27 all of a sudden became very real to me.
" And God created man in His own image, in the image of God He created him; male and
female He created them."

We can read this Scripture and appreciate it but once you have actualy seen God all
of asudden it has a new meaning it never had before. Now other Scriptures as well have new
fresh meaning that they didnt have before, because of seeing Him. A picture says a thousand
words, and seeing God s Face says things words can only try to communicate.

This vision has changed my life needless to say. Over time now | have noticed some
changes. When | pray now, | pray to someone whom | have seen, | think of His Face, not
just a blank image. Its a similar experience to always talking to someone on the phone
having never met him or her. Y ou may try to imagine what they look like but you wonder. If
you actually get to meet them face-to-face you now have a face behind the words and
actions. The next time you talk to them on the phone, read something from them, or think of
them, their face comes to mind. This is what happens to me now with God. When | pray,
when | think of Him, | now am able to have "a Face" to associate with. It makes me feel
closer to God. It makes Him even more "real” to me.

The other change | have noticed is that now there seems to be so much more love for
people in my heart. There are feelings of love towards others that are much stronger than |
have ever experienced beforehand. This is something | am constantly aware of now. My life
is changed! As | minister to people | feel this love flow out of me that is different than ever
before. Now | believe that to a small degree the short time of gazing into His Face changed
me alittle more into Hisimage, to be like Him alittle more.

And what isHelike, Heis Love:
" Beloved, let us love one another, for love is from God; and everyone who lovesis born

of God and knows God. The one who does not love does not know God, for God is
love" 1John 4:7,8
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| have sensed the Lord s desire that | write this vision out to share with the Body of
Christ. | shared it the next morning with my wife and family. Since then | have shared the
vision in churches, Conferences, in meetings, outside of America, on the Internet, etc.

Originally | planned to title this booklet "The Glory of God" but during a worship
service | heard the Holy Spirit speak to me and say, " the title will be- The FathersCFace ",
thus the title of this present booklet. At that time also the Holy Spirit revealed to me that |
thought | was radical in God but that God was more radical than | was, much more radical!

| believe this vision was a prophetic experience of what God is about to do in the
church. Since that vision, | have been surprised at how many new songs have come out by
Christian artists speaking of seeking God s Face, or wanting to see God s Face. | believe God
is speaking through music and so many other ways preparing the Body of Christ for what He
is about to do. | just read a testimony on a Web site of an artist relating an experience of
seeing Gods Face appear on her painting. The gold and silver manifestations that are
presently taking place al over in the Body of Christ are prophetically speaking | believe of
God revealing His Presence to His people. Gold and silver were present in the Tabernacle of
Moses and spoke of the Divine nature of God. The Ark of the Covenant in the Most Holy
Place where God dwelt was covered in gold, and gold was al around. God is around His
people and coming closer and closer al thetime.

And; “But as many asreceived Him, to them He gave the right to become children of God,
{even} to those who believe in His name, who were born, not of blood nor of the will of the
flesh nor of the will of man, but of God.” John 1:12,13

Jesus wants you to believe in Him, that He is the Son of God, that He died for you and rose
again on the third day and lives today and forever in Heaven with the Father.

God's Word says, “that if you confess with your mouth Jesus { as} Lord, and believe in
your heart that God raised Him from the dead, you will be saved; for with the heart a person
believes, resulting in righteousness, and with the mouth he confesses, resulting in salvation.
For the Scripture says, "WHOEVER BELIEVESIN HIM WILL NOT BE DISAPPOINTED."
Romans 10: 9-11

What to do to be a child of God, born again, ready to receive His benefits of eternal life,
healing, being set free from bondages, peace, wisdom, protection and the list goes on and on.

1 Ask God to revea Himself to you! Talk to Him, Ask Him for mercy, for the Holy

3. Be willing to turn away from doing wrong anymore with God’s help, thisis
repenting or turning to go a different way.

5. Finally, pray this prayer or similar from your heart out loud:

“Dear God, | come you in Jesus Name. | believe that Jesusis your Son and that He died on

the cross for me and rose again on the third day. | know that |1 have sinned and need
forgiveness. | ask you to forgive me of my sins and wash me clean, free from guilt. | turn
away from all wrong and sin and will follow you all the days of my life. 1 now invite Jesus
into my heart and my life and receive Him as my persona Savior and Lord. | receive your
free gift of eternal life through what Jesus did on the cross for me. Thank you Heavenly
Father in Jesus Name.”

What do | do now? 1. Start talking to God daily. 2. Get aBible and start reading it every day.

3. Find other Bible believing Christians to fellowship with and pray together with. 4. Find a good

Bible believing, Bible teaching, church to go to. 5. Be water baptized. 6. Tell others about Jesus.
7. Start to pray and ask God what His plan isfor your life and find your destiny in God.
